e Miscellaneous solid waste materials mainly cdﬁj%osed of aluminum flashing and
sheet metal, sections of plastic signs and vegetativé debris were observed along the
western and eastern edges of the wooded sections of the property. These
miscellaneous solid waste materials are likely the result of wind damage during
Hurricane Charley. The observed solid waste is not considered to be a recognized
environmental condition in that it does not present a material risk of harm to the
public health or the environment and it would not be the subject of an enforcement
action if brought to the attention of appropriate government agencies.

¢ A large metal billboard sign was observed lying on its side on the western portion of

the property while it appeared that the remnants of at least two other signs had been

removed. These materials are not considered to be a recognized environmental

" condition in that they do not present a material risk of harm to the public health or

the environment and would not be the subject of an enforcement action if brought to
the aftention of appropriate government agencies.

« A pile of wooden railroad ties was observed within the overgrowth along the eastern
boundary of the subject property, adjacent to the railroad line. The railroad ties are
not considered to be a recognized environmental condition in that they do not
present a material risk of harm to the public health or the environment and would not
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be the subject of an enforcement action if brought to the attention of appropriate
government agencies. However, railroad ties could be considered a special waste
and a determination of disposal methods should be obtained from the local waste
management facility.
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
